Known Issues in CreativeStudio®
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To assist our users this is a list of known issues with Version 6.0.  
Known Issue 1: The designer node feature SPI allows the user to change a pattern’s Stitches Per Inch. When a pattern is sewn Needle-Off and it reaches a SPI node the needle will begin stitching.  

Solution:  If a pattern has SPI nodes (red dots) don’t test it using Needle-Off. Use another method for testing pattern location; use the crosshair to check head relationship to the pattern, or use a boundary to test how the pattern fits.
Known Issue 2: The designer node feature allows the user to set a PAUSE point, change SPI or change SPEED. When the segment leading to the pause is nearly straight these designer node commands will be skipped.

Solution:  If the segment prior to the designer node is straight then the node handles can be used to increase the arc of this segment so that the Designer command is not skipped.
